Trained 132 students: accepted 27 as interns, hired 10 full-time.
Expanded education programs to Chester County and
Harrisburg. Completed nearly 300 installations, including a year’s
worth of solar in just 3 months.

Lobbied DC, pushed for change with friends on Capitol Hill and in
front of Philly’s City Hall. Change came and the work rush
ensued. Crews worked weekends and staff worked nights. All
records fell: most employees ever, most modules installed in a
month, in a year, most systems serviced, and so on. “Overtime
Approved” was the theme of the year.

Setting records is a stress test. We learned a lot, and | look
forward to improved systems in 2026 that enable us to expand
our dual-mission further - more opportunities provided, more
systems installed.

The Climb

The residential tax credit was set to expire December 3ist. That
meant one thing: every system sold needed to be installed by
year's end.

In June, July, and August, we sold a full year's worth of solar. In
October, November, and December, we installed it all.

Sales signed a record number of clients while staying honest
about timelines. Pre-Construction engineered, permitted, and
interconnected a record number of systems working days, nights,
and weekends. Warehouse & Procurement added shipping
containers and quadrupled daily install prep. Directors and
project managers even left their desks to work alongside field
crews! Finally, Install teams reached the summit, working
Saturdays, in cold, in snow, in rain without not a single major
incident.

We had a mountain to climb. We climbed it together!

GERMANTOWN JEWISH GENTRE

Background & Summary

In 2023, the Germantown Jewish Centre (GJC) partnered
with Solar States to install a 117-panel solar array on its
Education Building — a living example of Tikkun Olam,
the Jewish call to “repair the world.” Within a year, the
system was outperforming projections, cutting costs, and
inspiring other congregations. “This is an exciting
opportunity for the Germantown Jewish Centre community
to continue our work to reduce CO, emissions, save
operating costs every month, and support the mission of
our Early Childcare Program,” said Sherman Aronson of
GJC’s Green Team.

“We don’t always see it working up
there every day,” said Eric Wrod, “but
it’s making a difference for the future
of our shared world.”

Community Leadership

Backed by its Green Team and member fundraising,
GJC hosted a zero-waste Solar Celebration Concert to
mark the project’s success. In 2024, the Pennsylvania
Solar Center honored the congregation with the Lodestar

Award for leadership in renewable energy.

System Impact & Savings

The array produces about 67,000 kWh of clean power
annually, reducing Education Building electricity use by
50%. The project saves roughly $8,000 per year, and
as PECO rates climb, those savings are rising too,
helping GJC stabilize costs while strengthening its

environmental mission.

Eimwood Park Zoo

Background & Summary

Elmwood Park Zoo's new Welcome Center and
Frank & Paige Engro Veterinary Health Center runs
on a 449-panel solar array installed by Solar States
across two segmented roofs. The system generates
over 350,000 kWh annually—equivalent to the
carbon captured by 215 acres of forest—and saves
the Norristown zoo more than $30,000 per year.
PECO's solar rebate programs provided over
$40,000 in incentives for the project, which was

completed in summer 2024.

The solar installation complements other sustainability
features in the building, including bird-safe glass
etched with stripes to prevent collisions and a
rainwater recycling system that irrigates plants and

flushes toilets.

In August 2025, the Zoo partnered with Solar States
for a Solar Safari event that educated visitors about
the energy system, inverters, and electrical
infrastructure —turning the visible rooftop array into a

teaching tool for the community.

Building Careers, Not Just Skills

In mid-2024, Solar States had a workforce development program—but not a clear

pathway from training to lasting employment. We offered opportunities, but lacked
the data, supports, and processes to ensure long-term success.

In 2025, that changed.

Our Education Department restructured the program around paid 8-week
internships, because building a career shouldn't mean working for free. Drawing on
feedback from installation crews, the team paired each intern with a dedicated
mentor and developed an on-ramp schedule to help new hires acclimate to the job
and their crews.

The results speak for themselves: 2024 2025
Interns Employed 5 27
Full-time Offers 3 10

The Education team itself has grown from 2 instructors to 9 staff members—
including 5 instructors, an electrician, a safety manager, and 3 NABCEP-certified
solar installation professionals. This expanded team continues to challenge and
improve the curriculum, elevating the participant experience at every step.
